» Also: Reading comprehension is taught daily in school using various
texts linked to their learning. In addition, all children will choose a book
from their class library which they should read daily at home for at least
20 minutes. Please encourage your child to complete their reading

record regularly.
» Please encourage your child to practise their Times Tables regularly using
‘Times Tables Rock Stars’ to support the work in class.

It is important that the children’s use of their Chromebook is monitored both at
home and school. Please ensure you monitor this at home.
