Today, we held an Anti-Bullying awareness day with the theme ‘Power for
Good’. The children spent time with their class buddies to explore what
bullying is and how we can prevent it .  The Anti-Bullying Alliance offers advice
for parents, including information and tools to help you take the right action.
This year, they have also produced a very useful Parents Pack .  

Bullying is:
Intentional:  It is on purpose (hurtful behaviour).
Repeated:  The behaviour happens more than once.
Harmful:  It hurts the body and/or feelings. 
Bullying is not when two people have a disagreement or fall out over
something, it is usually Several Times On Purpose (STOP!)

Children should be encouraged to talk about bullying and keeping safe, and
be advised to get help from an adult if they are feeling unsafe or worried.
